The mission of the HAFC was specifically stated as the provision of decent, safe, and sanitary
housing for low income persons. The HAFC is governed by a Board of Commissioners, consisting of nine (9) members,
of which seven (7) are appointed by the Fulton County, Georgia Board of Commissioners and (2) are elected from the
population of eligible residents receiving subsidy from the HAFC. The chief executive officer of the HAFC responsible for
the organization's general operations is the Executive Director.
